The grapes for our Albarino hail from our estate Huerhuero Vineyard. This grape variety

VINA ROBL is grown in Spain (Rias Baixas region, Galicia> under the name Albarino and in Portugal
B (Vinho Verde region) as Alvarinho.

Albarino is a thick-skinned grape, which allows it to flourish in our Mediterranean

climate. The grapes for this vintage were handpicked during the cool morning hours and

whole cluster pressed. After cold settling for 48 hours, the juice was racked and cold
fermented in small stainless steel tanks to retain the wine’s vibrancy. Upon completion of
fermentation, the wine was aged on its lees for four months to enhance complexity. The

result is a juicy wine that will pair well with your favorite tapas.
